Job Outlook

According to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics,
employment of emergency medical technicians (EMTs)
and paramedics is projected to grow 11 percent from

2020 to 2030, faster than the average for all occupations.
Emergencies, such as car crashes, natural disasters, and acts
of violence, will continue to require the skills of EMTs and
paramedics.”

Employment

Paramedics work both outdoors and inside often in
strenuous, stressful situations. Most work full-time and
may be required to work overnight and on weekends. The
majority of paramedics are employed in metropolitan
areas, but some serve as volunteers in small towns and rural
areas.

Certification

Graduates from an approved Paramedic program are
eligible to apply to take the National Registry of Emergency
Medical Technicians (NREMT) at the paramedic level and
apply for state paramedic certification.
